Essentially it means U.S. citizens must present a passport book, passport card, or other travel documents approved by the U.S. government to enter the United States from Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean and Bermuda at all land borders and sea ports of entry!  The goal of WHTI is to strengthen U.S. border security while facilitating entry for U.S. citizens and legitimate foreign visitors by providing standardized documentation that enables the � HYPERLINK "http://www.dhs.gov/xtrvlsec/crossingborders/" \l "0" �Department of Homeland Security� to quickly and reliably identify a traveler.
